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Introduction
T
he 2014-2015 fiscal year for NeighborWorks® TOLEDO REGION (NTR) began on September 1, 2014 and came to a close on August 31, 2015. Welcome to the current edition of our organizational Annual Report. 

In the June 11, 2015 edition of the Toledo Blade, columnist Keith C. Burris authored a commentary about the recent success of NeighborWorks entitled: “Homes in place of caves.” In this article, Mr. Burris writes:

“Toledo’s housing stock is in deplorable shape. Especially in the urban core.  Mr. Farnsel says that people should not have to live in ‘caves above ground”, especially for rents of $800 and $900 a month.” ….. “Our city has a problem with sufficient good housing, especially in the city’s center. Our late Mayor Jack Ford used to say: “Most of us would not live for one night in the dilapidated homes of inner city Toledo.”

Mr. Burris correctly understands the problem of Toledo’s housing stock, and the importance of the role that NTR plays as affordable housing developer. That is why the achievement of the Excellence in Affordable Housing 2015 award by the Cherry Legacy Homes project has major implications, both locally and nationally. Toledo neighborhoods deserve a chance to be redeveloped, because without the opportunity presented by housing tax credit financing the core our community would have to wait patiently for property values to increase. 

And just as importantly, the development of resident leadership and the self-sufficiency that comes with self-determination is the key to preserving and expanding control over our neighborhoods. Again, NTR has played a crucial role in supporting neighborhood residents in their quest to increase satisfaction with their surroundings. NeighborWorks® America and the Community Leadership Institute provide a sound foundation. And partners like the Toledo Community Foundation help secure the gains that have been hard won.
Mr. Leslie Robinson, a resident and member of the Old West End New Initiative was recognized earlier this year as a finalist the Jefferson Award for his work with the youth of the neighborhood. Mr. Robinson typifies the resident leadership that is committed to maintaining stability by giving freely of his time and talents. We are honored that he offers his leadership to NeighborWorks.  

NTR has much to be proud of this year and will use our experiences to rebuild our community.

The Year
In Review

T
his section of the Annual Report is dedicated to a brief review of the highlights from the most recent fiscal year (September 2014 through August 2015). 
This portion of the Annual Report contains a discussion of our accomplishments as compared to goals, organized by lines of business and significant events that took place throughout the year. 
NeighborWorks® TOLEDO REGION (NTR) was extensively involved in showcasing its success in affordable housing. The Cherry Legacy Homes project was completed in October 2014. That completion launched a new beginning for NTR in affordable housing. 
We knew the Cherry Legacy designs were revolutionary in terms of construction methodology and materials. Our pre-production prototypes at 2926 Fulton, 360 and 364 Chapin all performed very well, and they set the stage for a breakthrough project. So when it came time to evaluate the performance of the Cherry Legacy units, we did not anticipate that a new national standard had been set in Toledo.
The first recognition of Cherry Legacy Homes was at the state level, by private utility companies who sponsored a design competition. On February 24 NTR representatives attended the Efficiency Crafted® Recognition Lunch and awards presentation in Columbus at Nationwide Arena. NTR received two separate awards for Legacy Homes as a result of the high performance, as documented through RESNET/HERS. The first was for the lowest average HERS rating for a mass of units, 44 units averaging HERS 44. The second was for entering the HERS “40” club, with four homes achieving a rating of 40. It should be noted that an additional 21 units achieved HERS 41. The event was sponsored by AEP Ohio and Columbia Gas of Ohio.
The next day, NTR received notice from the EPA that NeighborWorks® TOLEDO REGION would receive the Energy Star Excellence in Affordable Housing award for 2015 in a ceremony to be held in Washington D.C. on April 20. The Legacy Homes project was selected from among the many projects submitted for consideration from across the country. 

One week later, NTR received notice from Enterprise Green Communities that NeighborWorks® TOLEDO REGION would receive an award for achieving nearly double the points on their development scale for the Legacy Homes project. The Ohio Housing Finance Agency set a minimum threshold of 33 points for a project to receive housing tax credits. The Legacy Homes project achieved a total of 65 points.

On April 20, NTR Board President Chis Kozak hosted a delegation of 16 Toledo-based, NeighborWorks® America, Ohio Housing Finance Agency and Enterprise Green Communities supporters during the EPA Energy Star 2015 awards ceremony. This event was held at the Marriott Wardman Park Hotel in the Woodley Park neighborhood of Washington D.C. Over 100 separate awards were presented by EPA officials that evening. Because of its high distinction, the award presented to NTR was the second to the last of the evening. Approximately 1,000 attendees filled the Grand Ballroom. 

The Cherry Legacy Homes project was selected from among the many projects submitted for consideration from across the country; 

On May 11 NTR sponsored a press conference that was held at 3017 Fulton Street, in recognition of the support provided by the Toledo community for Cherry Legacy Homes. On behalf of the EPA, Congresswoman Marcy Kaptur delivered the 2015 award to Toledo. Mayor Paula Hicks-Hudson received this honor on behalf of the entire community and delivered a Mayor’s Proclamation recognizing NTR for its work to improve the neighborhood through innovative housing development.  
NTR was not finished thanking its partners. On May 20 Stu Cline and William Farnsel attended the regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Housing Finance Agency Board in Columbus for a special presentation and report in connection with the Energy Star Excellence in Affordable Housing 2015 award. A duplicate of the Energy Star Award was presented to the OHFA Board in recognition of their policy decision to raise the bar for energy performance of sponsored housing developments and the award of housing tax credits to the Cherry Legacy Homes project in 2012. Their decisions resulted in our success in Toledo.
The capstone of recognition for Cherry Legacy Homes was a column that appeared in the June 11, 2015 edition of the Toledo Blade written by Keith C. Burris. The title of Mr. Burris’ piece was: “Homes in place of Caves”.  Mike Sachs and William Farnsel participated in an interview conducted by Mr. Burris the previous April. He was given an exclusive to discuss the EPA Energy Star Excellence in Affordable Housing 2015 award. The interview included a visit to the home located at 102 W. Delaware. Ms. Jordan was extremely gracious and conducted a personal tour of her new home. 

NeighborWorks® TOLEDO REGION (NTR) operates along several primary lines of business, as defined by NeighborWorks® America. Our current lines include: Homeownership Preservation Service (HPS); Home Ownership Promotion (HOP); Community Building and Engagement (CBE); Real Estate/ Asset Management (RED), and; Lending and Loan Portfolio Management (LND). 
What follows is a discussion of the major achievements for each line.
HOMEOWNERSHIP PRESERVATION SERVICES (HPS)

The mission of the HPS line of business is to assist households with the task of remaining in their homes in an environment of increasing costs, against the backdrop of a potentially shrinking income. Energy efficiency meets this mission by making permanent improvements to the structure so that the household spends less on energy costs.
NTR substantially met all five of its goals related to HPS by delivering program services for the Home Weatherization Assistance Program, the Columbia Gas of Ohio Project WarmChoice, the Toledo Edison Community Connections program, Emergency Repair Services, sponsored by the Ohio Department of Development and Foreclosure Intervention. 

NTR staff members install the materials involved in each of the programs, so each completed goal represents a direct staff activity. The Home Weatherization Assistance Program accomplished the completion of 221 units as compared to the goal of 175, which represents production equal to 126%. Project WarmChoice completed 256 units as compared to the goal of 275, which represents a production equal to 93%. The Toledo Edison Community Connections Program completed 554 units as compared to the goal of 275, which represents production equal to 201%. Finally, the Emergency Repair Services program completed 45 units as compared to the goal of 25, which represents production equal to 180%.
Throughout the contract period, NTR received recognition for the Ohio Development Services Agency because of its consistently high weatherization completion production. Our performance significantly assisted ODSA is meeting production commitments the state made to the Department of Energy.

During 2014-2015 foreclosure intervention shifted from actual mortgage rescue to more of a counseling function. In this regard, NTR exceeded its goal.

The NeighborWorks® America definition of Home Ownership Promotion services (HOP) includes activities that promote home ownership, like home buyer education, and the marketing and sale of single family homes. 
NTR substantially met its goals for HOP. 
During the fiscal year, NTR undertook Homebuyer Education program activities that were responsible for 137 trainees graduating from the standard ten-hour course. This represents an achievement rate of 98%. 

The Affordable Housing sales goal for 2014- 2015 was ten homes. NTR sold nine representing an outcome of 90% of goal. Five of the sales involved cash (1101 McDonald, 306 Crittenden, 24375 Lehigh, 287 Knower, and 3443 Mulberry). 
The other five homes that were sold came from the TOTCO Homes Ltd affordable housing portfolio. Those addresses included: 2244 Fulton, 2433 Putnam, 2221 Fulton, 302 Columbia, and 328 Batavia. Three of these homes were sold to the residents who first took occupancy in 1996. NTR financed these sales. 

In September 2014, the Lucas County Land Bank approved a grant of $175,000 to NTR for the purpose of providing an incentive to the buyers of the TOTCO units. Each of the buyers gained access to a deferred payment loan of $10,000.
The financial incentive provided by the Land Bank is significant because it demonstrates a successful model of how to transition affordable rental units to home ownership.

TOTCO Homes has another eleven homes that can be sold to first time homebuyers and NTR will continue the pattern established by the first five. The goal is to complete all sales in the next twelve months.
In January 2015, NTR was provided an opportunity to demonstrate the value of high performance homes in affordable housing. Jan Turner, Mike Sachs, and Stu Cline conducted a tour of 360 Chapin and 106 W. Delaware for Norman Peterson and Ralph Muehleisen of the Argonne National Laboratory as part of a larger discussion about energy independence sponsored by Congresswoman Marcy Kaptur. Both of these houses represent the state of the art for energy efficiency in affordable housing and Congresswoman Kaptur is exploring ways to engage the Argonne lab to help Northwest Ohio.
It was concluded that the next barrier to affordable housing will be the high cost of both public and private utilities. Affordable housing must include features aimed at cutting operating and maintenance costs.
Just before the awards ceremony in Washington, William Farnsel participated in a 30-minute interview conducted by the EPA regarding the impact value of Energy Star standards in affordable housing development. Portions of this taped interview were used to create a montage of comments that will be used to celebrate the twentieth year of Energy Star as a national brand.
The story of our success with the Cherry Legacy Homes designs was shared with the NeighborWorks organizations of the Mid-West Region. In August NTR staff and Stuart Cline participated in the first regional gathering of the Affordable Workforce Housing Conference that was held in the NeighborWorks Midwest Regional office in Kansas City. NTR staff conducted power point presentations on the topic of cost containment and Zero Energy Ready housing. Stu Cline was a panelist in a session that dealt with managing the interaction between architects and general contractors. Approximately 21 organizational staff members attended this event, which was aimed at developing criteria for a regional design award. NTR challenged the other groups to beat the performance of the Legacy Homes units and challenged NWA to only invest in housing developments that promised HERS ratings of 40 and below.

The NeighborWorks® America definition of Community Building and Engagement (CBE) includes community organizing and other activities that help residents and other community stakeholders come together to develop and provide leadership to build a stronger community.
NTR utilizes the Success Measures™ community level outcomes evaluation process to quantify progress undertaking the CBO line of business because it requires identification of neighborhood leadership and support to create a plan that results in neighborhood level outcomes. 
During the past year, neighborhood leadership development took center stage. In February 2015 NTR learned that neighborhood volunteer Leslie Robinson had been selected as one of the finalists for the Jefferson Award. Mr. Robinson was nominated for this honor by NTR. This is a local recognition program for outstanding contributors to community service. 

On March 5 OWENI volunteers NTR staff attended the Jefferson Award recognition breakfast. Neighborhood volunteer Leslie Robinson had been selected as one of the finalists was a runner-up for the Jefferson Award but was nonetheless recognized for his work to support youth leadership development.  

On March 20 NTR staff members were involved in the press event sponsored by the Old West End New Initiative (OWENI) Leadership Committee that featured the installation of a community mural on Detroit Avenue. A 10-panel mural known as: “A View from Above” was installed on the Detroit Avenue side of the Parisian Cleaners building, at the corner of Detroit and Post. Media partners included WGTV Channel 13, the Toledo Blade and the Toledo Journal. Funding for this project was provided by NeighborWorks® America, Community Leadership Institute.  

A second community mural was completed and installed by NTR staff members in April. Painted art panels were mounted on the Collingwood Avenue side of the Old West End Collectors Corner. The theme of this community mural was Dr. Martin Luther King. The art that was completed by Youssef Lateef; 

On April 25 the Unity in the Community joint neighborhood clean-up was held in an area that spanned from Central Catholic High School on the east to the Overland Park neighborhood on the west. Old West End New Initiative (OWENI) and Cherry Street Legacy volunteers planned this joint effort during the Community Leadership Institute training that took place in 2014. Clean-up activities included trash removal, tire collection points and unused prescription disposal. Approximately 150 volunteers participated from across the entire area, supported by the City of Toledo Nuisance Abatement Division. 
In July the T-Town Trailer day event took place in the Old West End. OWENI volunteers sponsored this neighborhood clean-up which focused on the 2300 and 2400 blocks of Hollywood, Lawrence and Maplewood. A total of 25 volunteers participated with the Nuisance Abatement grass cutting team. The City would cut on vacant lots and the volunteers would work to remove grass from the sidewalks. 

NTR supported neighborhood leadership in East Toledo. In partnership with the East Toledo Family Center, the T-Town Action week was kicked on July 30 with a press conference. Mayor Paula Hicks Hudson led a contingent of city officials in providing statistics to the news media about the impact of citizen action in the clean-up of neighborhoods. The press conference was conducted at the corner of E. Broadway and Delence.

NTR engages in the RED line of business in neighborhoods in support of existing organizational investments. 

One of the biggest undertakings ever initiated by NTR was the Cherry Legacy Homes Project. With a total development cost of approximately $10.4 million, Cherry Legacy Homes resulted in the new construction of forty single family homes that serve as affordable rental units for lower income households.

The move to consolidate property management of all tax housing credit financed properties to Miller Valentine was completed in 2015.

The NeighborWorks® America definition of the LND line of business includes originating, underwriting, brokering and/or servicing amortized loans to individuals. NTR is licensed by the State of Ohio to engage in mortgage broker and second mortgage activities and has been a certified Community Development Financial Institution since 1999.

NTR completed twenty-three regular mortgage loans with thirteen borrowers. Overall, lending activity was up for NTR. Limitations on available loan capital constituted the principal challenge to the direct lending by NTR during 2014-2015. 
The primary source of loan capital has traditionally come from loan repayments and from capital grants from NeighborWorks® America. This past year the Lucas County Land Bank provided funding for deferred payment loans for TOTCO Homes buyers. 

During the last twelve months, the size of the NTR loan portfolio experienced some shrinkage as a result of deaths, defaults and account pay-offs. Total active accounts at the beginning of 2014 was 232, but by August 2015 ended up at 228. It should be noted that during the course of the year, the rate of delinquent accounts was reduced by ten percent. NTR has committed itself to continue the effort to reduce delinquency and find ways to strengthen the health of its loan portfolio.  
The second strategy involves participating in a capital fund raising campaign conducted by the NeighborWorks Collaborative of Ohio.

RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT
The NeighborWorks® America definition of Resource Development includes activities that promote the organization and raise money.

NTR joined its community Partners in East Toledo on September 13, 2014 by hosting a street party along the central business corridor.

Twelve NTR volunteers and staff members participated in the management of the first annual Main Street Music and Art Fair in East Toledo. On this day, Main Street was blocked off beginning at Front Street and ending at Fourth. This effort was sponsored by the East Toledo Creative Corridor and involved local artists and entertainment establishments located along Main Street. Fifty individual musical acts performed throughout the day and into the evening at outdoor and indoor venues. Volunteers worked to check ID and sell tickets for beer on Main Street. Approximately 2,500 visitors attended the free event that lasted until 1:30 a.m.

In October 2014 the winner of the Buy a Shingle Save a Home lottery in the Garfield neighborhood had her roof completed. The entire roof plus additional carpentry was completed at 1533 Mott Street. The following day the winner of the Old West End lottery had her roof job completed, at 424 Islington.
As a follow-up to the Main Street Event, six NTR volunteers and staff members participated in the management of an event held at the restored Eastwood Theater for the East Toledo Creative Corridor in November. The owners of the theater donated the space to hold a fundraising benefit as a follow-up to the Main Street Music and Art Fair. The Halloween theme was continued through the showing of The Birds. Approximately fifty supporters attended the event.
The second undertaking was NTR involvement in the Main Street Music and Art Fair. This event actually took place in September 2014, but many hours of planning and volunteer recruitment took place during the summer months. NTR was appointed to manage business and economic development planning activities for One Voice East Toledo. NTR linked One Voice to an initiative started by Councilman Mike Craig known at the East Toledo Creative Corridor. The mission is to attract the arts and entertainment community to the Main/Starr commercial strip.

The Main Street Music and Art Fair was a one day event that featured entertainment from fifty bands and an art show that was held in the Friedman Building. Over 2,500 patrons attended the event, many of them first time visitors to East Toledo who came because of the nationally known musical performers. NTR served as the non-profit charity that received personal and corporate contributions and had responsibility for managing retail sales.  

Next Twelve Months:

Near the end of August, 2015 NTR staff members were invited to a meeting hosted by the City of Toledo, Department of Neighborhoods. The topic of conversation that ensued was the Oakwood Homes I and II project. 
For the last three years, the Department of Neighborhoods has dedicated itself to taking the lead role as organizer of community resources to deal with aging low income housing tax credit units. A couple of years ago our community was collectively embarrassed about the neglect that had crept in on some of the early tax credit projects. So much so that over 100 single family houses had to be demolished because it did not make economic sense to renovate. 

Determined to head off further disaster, the Department of Neighborhoods has been holding “Year 16” meetings involving the major equity investors, OHFA, LMHA, the Lucas County Land Bank, Toledo LISC and NTR. The current worry is future disposition of the Oakwood Homes I and II units. Both projects are delinquent in property tax (approximately $171,000) and the Land Bank intends to initiate foreclosure.
The Land Bank needed to identify another entity that would receive the real estate, consisting of approximately forty-five single family homes, after foreclosure. The National Equity Fund is the limited partner for both projects and they want to leave the limited partnership because of the high annual costs. 
NTR was called in to serve as the end buyer of both projects. A commitment by NTR would be the green light for the Land Bank to proceed.
NTR has a well-deserved reputation for taking on efforts that have a community impact. And the pattern of success that had been earned with the TOTCO Homes units makes NTR one of a few choices for solutions.
We will dedicate ourselves to completing, and in some cases exceeding the goals set forth for 2016. Oakwood Homes represents an opportunity to stretch beyond, and by so doing expand our activities in three of our primary lines of business.

The success of Cherry Legacy Homes I begs for a follow-on project of similar size and scope. A Cherry Legacy Homes II project is being planned, this time introducing a new design that will include more factory-cast panels. In keeping with our practice of prototyping, we expect to build a couple of experimental units that will be offered for sale. 

During 2016, NTR will be busy preparing a response to the competitive bidding process that the Ohio Development Services Agency as started for weatherization. Our high output the previous year should put NTR firmly in position to secure the future contract. In addition, NTR will be competing for valuable resources from the ODSA Community Development Division for Home-Owner Occupied rehabilitation funding to support energy efficiency. 
 Finally, the success of our Community Building and Engagement efforts last year will serve as a foundation for activities in 2016.

We look forward to the challenges presented by our opportunities.

Summary of Accomplishments

he original mission of Neighborhood Housing Services of Toledo, Inc. (d/b/a) NeighborWorks® TOLEDO REIGION (NTR) was to restore and revitalize the neighborhood areas for the benefit of the current residents, to restore confidence and trust. Based upon on going surveys of private reinvestment in the neighborhoods, significant progress has been made toward this mission since 1978.

The summary below highlights the progress achieved by NTR in many neighborhoods throughout Toledo, with concentration in East Toledo, the Cherry Street Legacy, Overland Park (Old West End New Initiative) and the Library Village neighborhoods during the 2014-2015 operating year:

_ NEW CUSTOMERS
330 individuals contacted NTR for either mortgage rescue through the Restoring Stability program or for the Home Weatherization Assistance Program during 2014-2015.

A total of 16,422 customers have been assisted since 1977. 

_ HOME OWNERSHIP EDUCATION
137 households successfully completed the minimum classroom and individual counseling requirements of the HomeOwnership Center of Toledo pre-purchase training program during the past year. This training substantially improves the likelihood of long term customer success as a borrower.

A total of 2,467 households have graduated from the pre-purchase training program since 1994.

_ NHS DIRECT LENDING ACTIVITIES 

Neighborhood Housing Services of Toledo, Inc., (d/b/a) NeighborWorks® TOLEDO REGION made $248,650 worth of direct loans, adding 13 new borrowers to its loan portfolio.

_ PRIVATE INVESTMENT 

NTR customers made “out of pocket” cash equity investments totaling $101,595 for down payments, fees, closing costs and cash purchases for homes.
